and deliver them to the Gwinnett County Sheriff/Civil Processing Unit. You 
must pay separately for their service of Summons, which is $50 if you have not 
obtained a fee waiver. 

 
3. The Sheriff will file the proof of service in the court record. You should 

contact the court, or visit the website to confirm that the Sheriff’s entry of 
service has been documented for your case. 

 
4. Wait for notice of a court date or a request for additional information from the
